· ASTM/SEI approved helmets and proper footwear must be worn at all times while mounted on show grounds.  Harness is required when jumping.

· During controlled schooling, only 10 horses will school at a time.  Riders in schooling traveling opposite directions should pass left shoulder to left shoulder.
· WFD reserves the right to cancel or combine any class/division if required numbers of entries are not received.

· For show purposes, the age (18 and under) of an exhibitor will be considered as of January 1, 2010.

· Casual attire acceptable, braiding optional.

· All ponies must be measured unless you can provide a current/permanent measurement card.

· The State of Pennsylvania requires all horses and ponies have a current negative Coggins Certificate.  Please bring your horse/pony Coggins Certificate to the secretary stand.

· All entrants must sign a release before showing.  Juniors 18 & under must have an adult sign.
· A fee of $30.00 will be charged for all returned checks.

· Six ribbons will be awarded in all classes.

· Championship and Reserve Championship Ribbons will be awarded in all English Divisions Classes 4-18.

· Championship and Reserve Championship Ribbons will be awarded for the Gaming Division Classes 21-28.

      CLASS DESCRIPTIONS:

Martingales prohibited in all flat classes.
Beginner Lead Line - Open to children any age in their 1st year of showing.  Judged 50% on child’s hands and seat and 50% on the quietness and suitability of mount.  May be asked to drop and pick up reins and/or stirrups. Lead line riders may cross enter into the Walk/Trot Classes, Short Stirrup/Long Stirrup over Fences and Trail Class.  If you choose to enter Beginner Lead Line you CAN NOT cross enter into any canter classes.
Beginner Walk/Trot - Open to children any age in their 1st or 2nd year of showing.  Judged 50% on child’s hands and seat and 50% on the quietness and suitability of mount.  May be asked to rise into their 2 point position.
Beginner Walk/Trot/Canter - Open to children any age in their 1st or 2nd year of showing.  Judged 50% on child’s hands and seat and 50% on the quietness and suitability of mount.  May be asked to rise into their 2 point position.

Short Stirrup Division (Classes 4, 5, 6) - Open to riders 12 (as of 1/1/2010) years of age and under.   To be judged 50% on manners and suitability of mount to rider, 50% equitation of rider.  

Long Stirrup Division (Classes 7, 8, 9) - Open to riders 13 (as of 1/1/2010) years of age and over.   To be judged 50% on manners and suitability of mount to rider, 50% equitation of rider.  

Children’s Hunter Pony Division (Classes 10, 11, 12) - Open to all riders.  Ponies 14.2 and under.  Judged on performance, manners, soundness, and suitability of pony to rider.  To be shown over 8 fences.  Fences to be 2’ for small/medium ponies and 2’3 for large ponies.
Children’s Hunter Horse Division (Classes 13, 14, 15) - Open to all riders.  Horse to measure over 14.2.  Judged on performance, manners, soundness, and suitability of horse to rider.  To be shown over 8 fences.  Fences to be 2’3”or 2’6’’.

Open Hunter Division (Classes 16, 17, 18) - Open to all riders.  Open to all horses and ponies. To be shown over 8 fences.  Fences to be 2’6”or 2’9’’.

Egg and Spoon (Classes 22, 23) - The rider will be given and egg and place it on a spoon.  The will be ask to walk, trot, canter, halt, reverse ect, at the judges discretion.  As you drop your egg you carefully go to the center of the ring.

Trail Class (Class 29 & 30) – Will be run simultaneous throughout the day.  Proceed to ring 2 at your 

convenience.
